A four course meal is
cooked and served in the Centre
for up to fifty people four days per
week, Tuesday to Friday, and
about 65/70 dinners are delivered
to people in their homes.  A social
evening is held in the centre
every Monday evening and up to
twenty five people attend for sup-
per and bingo.  Day trips and one
week’s annual holiday are also
arranged.  Laundry, bathing, hair-
dressing, chiropody, physiothera-
py, exercises, hobbies, library, are
just some of the extensive facili-
ties available in Centre. The
Centre's two minibuses and two
vans operate in a fifteen miles (40
km) radius delivering meals on
wheels and transporting the eld-
erly, the infirm and some people
in a wheelchair to and from the
centre.  From small beginnings in
1982, Tullow Day Care Centre has
grown to be a vital, essential and
integral part of the community,
